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Project 4: Dramatic Narrative (100 pts)

Project 4: Dramatic Narrative
You will be working in groups to shoot video and sound to then edit a Dramatic Narrative film. This project is due no later than at the beginning of class on Week 10 March 18th.
A dramatic narrative is a story that often relates to the heroic journey. The hero(ine) often goes through some inner soul searching. Like when a moth becomes a butterfly. There is often a Transformational Arc to the story. The Transformational Arc describes the path of emotional, psychological, or spiritual change that occurs in a character over the course of a narrative. Often there is a big change or climax to every dramatic narrative film that propels the hero(ine) on his or her way to transformational change that resonates with the audience. The dramatic narrative can be serious or humorous. 
Week 6: 1. Work on your treatment with your group. Hand in to Andrea for approval.

Week 7: 2. Create and hand in a general storyboard and script with your group; 3. Shoot scenes; 4. Import video and sound to Premiere. Focus on high quality sound over picture. This is an audio class. Remember to separate out Music, Dialogue, and SFX in your mix as much as possible.
Week 8: 5. Finish shooting scenes; 6. Import final scenes and sound; 7. Sync sound to picture 

Week 9: 8. Finish editing and syncing sound to picture. 9. Finish film, title it, add credits. Bounce out to Quicktime and transfer to Andrea’s harddrive. Label with Project4_GroupNumber_Title. Also submit 2 screenshots of Adobe Premiere file and label Project4_GroupNumber_Screenshot1 (or 2). If your group is not done, you have until Week 10 to hand in your project, but you must be done shooting by now and only editing. 
Week 10: Project is Due, CRITIQUE of Dramatic Narratives: Main Considerations in grading: Does Sound Sync to Picture? Is sound EQ’d with volume?
